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Integrated Approaches:

e Integration is not an end in itself, but is necessary to meet
the challenges raised by the growing complexity of managing
urban areas.

e Integrative actions are rarely incorporated into the rationale
of prevailing urban government structures.

e Approaches involve knowledge — know what and know how.

e Integration demands long term relationships between
different urban actors.

» Approaches can ensure effectiveness of public actions by
matching combined resources to commonly identified needs.

2. Common goals for city centre revitalisation.
