Developing and implementing cooperation projects with multinational partnerships across Europe’s borders and 

regions involves different management tasks compared to ‘conventional’ projects within one organisation or region. 

With several thousand projects approved under the cross-border, transnational and inter-regional strands of 

INTERREG, many lessons have been learned to date and a vast amount of practical experiences and good 

practices have been accumulated. The aim of this seminar is to share these on a wider basis.   

What will be covered?  

This is a repeat of the 2-day intensive training seminar developed by the INTERACT Point in Viborg. It follows a 

unique approach by addressing both specific regulatory requirements and general project management skills but 

with a focus on practical experiences of making territorial cooperation projects work with the Lead Partner Principle. 

The content builds on the experiences of over 100 projects from across Europe and covers the entire project 

lifecycle from project idea and partnership development to final reporting and closure. Case studies and practical 

examples provide a platform to share experiences and gain new ideas for supporting and advising project 

managers to develop sound Lead Partner led projects and implement them successfully.   

Who is it for? 

Priority will be given to programme level staff from all INTERREG strands (A,B,C), who are involved in project 

generation, development and implementation but registrations from project managers and project lead partners are 

also welcome. The material presented is targeted at project promoters. The aim of programme staff attending is to 

allow them to identify and transfer the most relevant materials to their programmes and projects. To ensure the 

quality of the seminar, the number of participants will be limited to a maximum of 20 for a maximum of 2 

participants per programme. Due to a high interest in this seminar, we will run 2 groups in parallel so that we can 

allow 40 participants in total.
